[J ADULT LEADERSHIP TEAM

Those adults approved to work with the youth must have a servant’s heart and be a good example to the youth at all times. They must
be faithful to participate in leadership meetings, youth meetings & events, and church on Sundays.

[l THE CORE TEAM

The Core represents students and adults who are serious in their dedication to the Lord and the church. They are faithful to uphold
Godly values and character. They are faithful and consistent in carrying out the tasks of the Core Team which include Bible reading,
Scripture memorization, discipleship, prayer, serving, and outreach. Team members will be given a guide to use during their daily
devotions to help them in the application of biblical truth.

[] STUDENT COUNCIL TEAM

Team members are appointed to this team as a representation of the students. These students must attend leadership meetings with
the adults and be ready to represent the youth in their ideas, convictions, frustrations and general input. They will also serve as
assistants to the Small Group Leaders each week in teaching, encouraging group members, and help to reach out to others.

] WORSHIP TEAM

Members must have a heart of worship on and off the stage and be committed to attending band practices. Team members must be
careful to abide by the Fortress standard and to work hard to keep team unity and purity as a top priority.

[] PRAYER & INTERCESSION TEAM

Team members meet for Prayer & Intercession as a team at 6pm each Friday. Their main prayer targets are the youth meeting, area
youth, families, and the church. The purpose of this team is strictly for prayer & intercession and not an opportunity to release rebuke,
correction or direction. Members are also asked to join the “Go Team” during outreaches.

[] TECH TEAM
Team members will assist in sound, video, computer, website management, photography, and stage preparation.

[0 GREETER TEAM (The “Beamers”)

This team is the first point of contact to visitors and members. They serve by greeting students, passing out fliers, doing sign-ups, and
ushering. They are responsible for getting visitors connected with our youth and to make sure they have a friend to sit with that night.
They do everything possible to make sure that visitors are welcome. Students must be there at 6:30pm to serve. Greeters must be
enthusiastic in greeting and be able to answer basic questions about their faith and Fortress.

Team members will minister by personal witnessing, teaching, preaching, sharing their testimonies, etc. They must be spiritually mature
and form the core of mission endeavors both locally & internationally. Team members will also meet together to create, plan, and
arrange special local outreaches which will demonstrate God’s love in practical ways.

[] DRAMA TEAM
Team members will work together to minister in drama during youth meetings, church services, special events or outreaches.
